Mayor Smith invited Central Arkansas Water Brand Manager Samantha Williams to come forward.
Ms. Williams said water leaks effect utilities and customers around the country. Currently, satellite
leak detection is what the industry uses to identify issues. Central Arkansas Water sought an

alternative to this issue and has added Vessel, the Nation’s first Leak Detection Dog. Vessel was a

rescued canine and went through the Arkansas Paws for Prison Program. She has been trained to

detect surface and non-surface leaks. There are advantages to using canine detection over human
detection. This information will be shared at a press conference to be held, Tuesday, November 19,
2019, at 10:00 a.m., at the River Market Pavilions in Little Rock. Vessel and her handler Stephen
Sullivan entered the council chambers and were introduced to the public. Mayor Smith commended
CAW for their innovation and solutions.

Mayor Smith invited Ms. Scharmel Roussel to come forward. Arkansas Interfaith Power & Light is a
small grassroots non-profit. The non-profit was recently awarded a one-year Environmental Justice
Grant from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA). Starting this month, they will be working
with military veterans and others in the city on energy efficiency projects and community gardens.

Ms. Roussel introduced several local people who are partners and involved in the program. Gift bags
will be distributed which include several household energy savings items to help residents lower utility
consumption and bills. Raised vegetable garden beds will be installed at the State Veteran’s Home and
Amboy Methodist Church. Fig trees and other pollinators will also be planted.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. James Humphrey presented a petition requesting the City Council provide sewer services on Holt
Road. The sewer line is needed for residents to get rid of sewer waste in the best and safest way. Holt
Road is a short road with three (3) residences. 6505 and 6509 Holt Road have city sewer services.
6601 Holt Road does not have city sewer services. This isn’t fair for some residences to have services
and not others. The Arkansas Health Department tested soil in the area. Extension of the sewer line
will improve the health environment for residents in the area. This would be a Capital [mprovement
Project. Mr. Humphrey said this item has been before the city council for five (5} years. The request
has been denied for lack of funding. He said funds could come from the 2017 Local Sales and Use
Tax proceeds. He is a tax paying resident of the city and requested that his portion of the sales tax
funds be used to fund this project. Mr. Humphrey presented the following cost estimates: 1. -
$40,000.00; 2. - $75,000.00; 3. - $108,241.10; and 4. - $350,000.00 to $600,000.00. Mr, Humphrey
referenced a 2014 itemized estimate and added Public Safety is the council’s first priority. However,
environmental protection is also a concern and said safe sewer service is important. Mr, Humphrey
then requested the city council fund the project 950” further down Holt Road. Council Member Ross
asked if the itemized estimate was from North Little Rock Waste Water. Mr. Humphrey said it was
from Council Member Taylor. Council Member Ross asked how many houses would be provided
services. Mr. Humphrey said 6 — 8. Mr. Shelley York lives in the area. He supports the Holt Road
project and said it would benefit the residents, Council Member Robinson asked about advertising
signs placed around the city regarding Purchase Diabetic Strips, We Buy Houses, Burial Insurance,
etc., specifically, do the businesses have to have a city business license in order to advertise or do
business in the city. Ms. Whitbey said anyone doing business in the city is required to have a business
license. Regarding the signs, Ms. Whitbey referred the question to the City Attorney. City Attorney
Fields said she is working on a draft to the sign ordinance and may have it to the council by the end of
the year. She referenced the First Amendment and court interpretation. Council Member Robinson
said there have been issues in the past at (election) polling sites where signs have been left after the
election. People should pick up their signs. Mayor Smith said council members are able to participate
in the Employee Cafeteria Plan and referenced a form they were provided. The Northern Lights
Festival will be held November 30, 2019, which will include Santa Claus, Christmas Tree Lighting and
Fireworks. More information will be provided. There is a lot of parking within a five minute walk of
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the venue. Council Member White asked if there would be a fee for parking. Mayor Smith said the
city would not charge for city lots.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member
Ross and seconded by Council Member Baxter, and by consent of all members present, the meeting
was adjourned at 6:27 p.m.

SECTION 5: It is hereby found and determined that the City benefits from growth within
its boundaries, that the amending the allowable use table for the Park Hill Development Overlay
District to allow a food truck court will not be detrimental to or interfere with other occupants in
the area and is immediately necessary in order to insure the proper and orderly growth of this land
and of the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, and being necessary for the immediate preservation
of the public health, safety and welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist,
and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING A BUDGET FOR THE 2020 FISCAL YEAR
FOR THE NORTH LITTLE ROCK ELECTRIC DEPARTMENT; AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the proposed budget for the North Little Rock Electric Department for the
fiscal year 2020 is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, a budget narrative reflecting contemplated expenditures during the 2020
fiscal year for the North Little Rock Electric Department is attached hereto as Exhibit B and
incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, the City Council should appropriate funds to facilitate the rapid recovery from
“a disaster emergency, as defined by law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: Appropriation. The budget of the North Little Rock Electric Department
attached hereto as Exhibit A is hereby approved. The General Manager of the North Little Rock
Electric Department is authorized to spend budgeted funds for operations, maintenance, capital
and replacement expense of the department, subject to applicable legal, fiscal and executive
limitations. The budget narrative attached hereto as Exhibit B reflects expenditures that are
contemplated during the 2020 fiscal year. The General Manager shall be authorized to reallocate
funds from one purpose to another according to the needs of the department, provided that such
reallocation shall be (a) compliant with applicable legal, fiscal and executive limitations; and (b)
periodically reported to City Council.

SECTION 2: Work Orders. In addition to the appropriations described in Section 1, the
General Manager of the North Little Rock Electric Department is hereby authorized to spend funds
in the performance of work to be reimbursed by customers in the normal course of business. The
General Manager shall account for such expenditures and reimbursements according to each
project. To the extent that any legal, fiscal or executive requirement mandates identification of a
reimbursable project within the budget, the General Manager shall comply with the same.

SECTION 3: Disaster Emergencies. In addition to the appropriations described in
Section 1, the General Manager of the North Little Rock Electric Department is hereby authorized
to spend funds, not to exceed one million dollars ($1,000,000.00), as necessary to restore power
following the declaration of a disaster emergency under Ark. Code Ann. 12-75-101, et seq.
Expenditures shall comply with applicable legal, fiscal and executive limitations. The General
Manager shall timely report all expenditures made under this authority to City Council.

SECTION 4: Severability. In the event any title, section, paragraph, item, sentence,
clause, phrase, or word of this Resolution is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional,
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such declaration or adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of this Resolution, which
shall remain in full force and effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or
unconstitutional was not originally a part of this Resolution.

SECTION 5: Repealer. All ordinances or resolutions of the City in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 6: Effective date. This Resolution shall be effective from and after its passage
and approval.

2700 Poplar Street (currently used as the NLRSD Administration Building) (see executed
Memorandum of Understanding attached hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, NLRSD has transferred ownership of 2600 Poplar Street to the City pursuant
to the MOU; the City has demolished the structures located on that property and anticipates
commencing construction on the property for its new police and courts building within the
immediate future; and

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU™), made and entered into this 19
day of April 2018, by and between the City of North Littie Rock, Arkansas (“NLR” or
the “City”), a municipal corporation organized as a City of the First Class under the
laws of the State of Arkansas, and the North Little Rock School District {(“NLRSD” or
the “School District”), a public school district organized and operaling pursuant to

WHEREAS, the City owns cerfain property located at200 West Pershing
Boulevard (the current location of the North Little Rock Police and Courts Building), a
lot to the east of 200 West Pershing Boulevard {(currently used as a parking lot), and
2525 Main Street (now used as offices for North Little Rock Police Administration};

and

WHEREAS, the NLRSD owns cerfain property located at 2600 Poplar Street
(currently occupied and utilized by the Arkansas Army National Guard [“National
Guard”]) and 2700 Poplar Street {ourrently used as the NLRSD Administration

Building); and

WHEREAS, the City and NLRSD believe and agree that each owns real
property that now (or in the near future)will better serve the public interest if deeded to
the other entity, and both parties desire to exchange the respective herein-described

properties with each other; and

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upon the performance by NLRSD of those covenants and agreements, to convey to
NLRSD by quitclaim deed, for the consideration of Ten Dollars ($10,00) and other
good and valuable consideration, certain properties shown on Exhibit A attached hereto,

and identified as follows:

(1) The current location of the North Little Rock Police and Courts Building
located at 200 West Pershing Boulevard and designated by the Pulaski County
Assessor as Parcel No. 33N2160004900 and identified as A-1 on Exhibit A

(2) The current location of a parking lot on West Pershing Boulevard directly to
the east of 200 West Pershing Boulevard and designated by the Pulaski County
Assessor as Parcel No. 33N2160004800 and identified as A-2 on Exhibit A

(3) The current location of the North Liitle Rock Police Administration
Building located at 2525 Main Street and designated by the Pulaski County
Assessor as Parcel No, 33N2160003900 and identified as A-3 on Exhibit A

3. Apreement of the North Little Rock Schoel District. NLRSD, in
consideration of the covenants and agreements of NLR set forth hereinbelow, agrees,
upon the performance by NLR of those covenants and agreements, to convey to NLR
by quitclaim deed, for the consideration of Ten Dollars ($10.00) and other good and
valuable consideration, certain properties shown on Exhibit B attached hereto and

identified as follows:

(1) The current Jocation of the Fisher Armory Building located at 2600 Poplar
Street and identified as B-1 on Exhibit B

(2) The current location of the NLRSD Administration Building located at 2700
Poplar Street and identified as B-2 on Exhibit B

The propertics located at 2600 Poplar Street and 2700 Poplar Street arc contained
within a single parcel of property, together with other property owned by NLRSD, and
designated by the Pulaski County Assessor as Parcel No. 33N209000500. NLRSD and
NLR will cooperate in subdividing the parcel prior to the conveyance of the property
identified in this paragraph from NLRSD to NLR.

4. Continpgencies and Auprovals. The exchange of properties as described
herein is contingent upon the City reaching agreement with and pwrchasing from the
National Guard the Fisher Ammory building and any ancillary structures located at 2600
Poplar Street and the National Guard releasing the long-term lease it holds on said
property from the NLRSD,

This agreement is further subject to the approval of the NLRSD Board of

The three NLR properties idenfified on Exhibit A will transfer/close fo
NLRSD within thirty (30) days of completion of constraction and
occupancy of a new police and courts building to be constructed on the
property identified as B-Iand the City has given notice to the NLRSD that
the properties have been vacated. NLRSD will take immediate possession
of the property with an estimated close date on or before September 1,

2020.

The NLRSD property at 2700 Poplar Street (identified B-2 on Exhibit B)
will transfer/close to the City and be vacated by the NLRSD within 180
days after the transfer/close of the City properties (identified as A-1, A-2
and A-3 on Exhibit A} to the NLRSD.

2700 Poplar Street (currently used as the NLRSD Administration Building); and

WHEREAS, the Paragraph 8 of MOU set out closing/transfer dates for each of the
properties; and

WHEREAS, NLRSD has transferred ownership of 2600 Poplar Street to the City pursuant
to the MOU; the City has demolished the structures located on that property and anticipates
commencing construction on the property for its new police and courts building within the
immediate future; and

2. Agreement of the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas. For and in consideration
of NLRSD’s early conveyance to the City of the property located at 2700 Poplar Street, the City
of North Little Rock hereby agrees and covenants as follows:

(A) The City agrees to grant possession and control of property owned by the City located
at 2500 Willow Street, together with all improvements, to NLRSD effective December ___, 2019,
with NLRSD’s right to possession and control of the property to terminate on December 31, 2022.
During the period of time from December ___, 2019 until December 31, 2022, the City will not
charge a rental fee to NLRSD for its possession and use of the property.

(B) The City will maintain risk protection for the building through the Arkansas Municipal
League’s Municipal Property Program, or comparable insurance, during the period of time
NLRSD maintains possession and control of the property located at 2500 Willow Street.

(C) The City will provide and pay for professional movers for the relocation of the
NLRSD’s Administration Building from 2700 Poplar Street to 2500 Willow Street.

(D) Prior to the NLRSD’s relocation to 2500 Willow Street, the City will upgrade the
computer infrastructure at 2500 Willow Street to be compliant with CAT-5 specifications for up
to 100 locations.

(E) During the period of time NLRSD maintains possession and control of the property
at 2500 Willow Street, the City will be responsible for any necessary maintenance or repairs to the
roof and to the air conditioning system, with NLRSD to be responsible for utilities and any other
maintenance.

3. All other provisions of the original Memorandum of Understanding entered into by
and between the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas, and the North Little Rock School District
shall remain in full force and effect.

WHEREAS, the voters of the State of Arkansas have approved Amendment 97 to the
Arkansas Constitution, expressly authorizing local governments to use public funds for economic
development purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Arkansas General Assembly has adopted Act 685 of 2017, effective
August 1, 2017, codified at Ark. Code Ann. § 14-176-101, et. seq., establishing the process that

WHEREAS, since the Initial Agreement, various revisions and extensions have been
executed, the most recent of which was executed on December 31, 2014 (“Current Agreement”),
as authorized by Resolution No. 8595 passed by the North Little Rock City Council on July 28,
2014; and

WHEREAS, the Current Agreement governing payments by the City to the County for the
City’s contribution toward the operating costs of the Pulaski County Regional Detention Facility
(the “jail™) expires at the end of this year; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City and its residents that the City enter into a
Memorandum of Agreement with the County concerning the operating costs for the jail and
committing to the City’s contribution of its equitable share of said expenses.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter into a
Memorandum of Agreement (substantially similar to Exhibit “A” attached hereto) with Pulaski
County, Arkansas concerning the management of the Pulaski County Regional Detention Facility
and the City’s contribution toward the costs of operating and maintaining the jail.

MEMO DUM OF AG MENT
This MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT, effective January 1, 2020, is entered into by

and between Pulaski County, Arkansas (“County”) and the City of North Little Rock (“City”)
pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 12-41-506, and will become binding upon all parties upon the

signature of the chief executive of the County and the City, and filing as required by law.
WITNESSETH:

That the County and City entered into a Memorandum of Agreement executed February
15, 1990, and a subsequent amendment executed September 10, 1990 (collectively referred to as
the “Initial Agreement™) concerning the costs incurred by the County through the operation of a
regional jail facility. Since the Initial Agreement, various revisions and extensions have been
executed, the most recent of which was executed on December of 31, 2014 (“Current
Agreement”). The Current Agreement, governing payments by the City to the County for
keeping prisoners of the municipality in the county jail for the years 2015 through 2019, will

expire at the end of this year.

WHEREAS, a county government is required by statute to provide certain necessary
services to its citizens, including law enforcement protection services and the custody of persons

accused or convicted of crimes;

WHEREAS, on agreement of the cities in the County having law enforcement agencies to
make payments to the County to operate and maintain a regional detention facility (the “jail™) to
house prisoners of municipalities in addition to prisoners of the County, the County constructed the

jail; and,






WHEREAS, the City acknowledges that in the absence of a separate agreement
concéming jail costs, as a city having a law enforcement agency, it may be required to pay a
daily fee as set by ordinance of the Quorum Court of the County based on the reasonable

expenses which the County incurs in order to keep its prisoners in the jail; and,

WHEREAS, the Arkansas Supreme Court resolved a dispute between cities and counties
over the meaning of prisoners of municipalities in its decision Mississippi County v. City of

Blytheville, 2018 Ark. 50, 538 S.W.3d 822; and,

WHEREAS, the County and City acknowledge the need for a properly maintained,

operated and economically viable jail; and

WHEREAS, the jail administration has produced cost calculations and estimated counts
of prisoners of the City, which, if the existing fee structure were applied, would potentially

result in a substantial payment increase by the City; and

WHEREAS, the County and City desire to enter into a contractual agreement whereby

City funds are paid to the County toward the costs of operating and maintaining the jail.
IT IS THEREFORE hereby agreed that:

Section 1. Payments. The City agrees to pay $1,066,716.00 (one million sixty-six
thousand seven hundred and sixteen dollars) in 2020 for use of the jail by prisoners of the City (a

twenty-five percent (25%) increase over the payment by the City in 2019).

Section 2. Audit. The City agrees to pay one-sixth (1/6™) of the cost of an

audit, to be performed by an independent auditor selected by the County and the cities from a list





of recommendations to be provided by the National League of Cities (“NLC”) and the National
Association of Counties (“NACo™), and who has no relationship, contractual, financial, familial
or otherwise, with the County or City, for the purpose of identifying the expenses which the
county incurs in keeping prisoners of municipalities and the revenues generated by the County
by virtue of its operation of the jail. The remaining cost of the audit shall be equally shared by

the cities and the County, each to bear one-sixth (1/6™) of the cost.

Section 3. The payment amount identified in Section 1, above, shall be paid in
quarterly installments on or before the 5% day of each quarter (January, April, July and October).
Failure of the City to make timely installment payments may result in the imposition of a rate as

permitted by Ark. Code Ann. § 12-41-506.

Section 4. Any arrestee in obvious or stated need of emergency medical treatment will
receive said treatment before being transported by the City’s law enforcement agency to the jail.
Section §. Failure by the City to have its governing body ratify this agreement shall
not affect the ability or option of the County to enter into like contracts with other cities in the
County, while charging the City a rate as permitted by Ark. Code Ann. § 12-41-506, subject
to the City’s specific reservation of the right to challenge any County ordinance establishing a

daily fee for processing or keeping prisoners in a court of competent jurisdiction.

Section 6. This Agreement will continue through December 31, 2020 at which time it

will terminate automatically. Upon termination, unless the parties enter into a new agreement
concerning jail costs, the City shall become responsible to pay a rate to the County as permitted
by Ark. Code Ann. § 12-41-506, subject to the City’s specific reservation of the right to
challenge any County ordinance establishing a daily fee for processing or keeping prisonets in

a court of competent jurisdiction.





Section 7. The jail shall remain under the custody, control and operation of the
County and its elected officials, and no separate entity, organization or joint board is created by

or to be created as a result of this Agreement.

Section &, Any property acquired by the County, without regard to whether the
source of funds used to acquire the property is attributable to the City’s payment hereunder, shall
be the property of Pulaski County, and shall be acquired, held and disposed of in a manner

consistent with state law and County ordinance.

WHEREAS, Witt Global Partners estimates the cost of executing the Task Activities and
Work Plan set forth in Exhibit “A” as $1,500,000.00, for which Witt Global, based on its
experience, believes the City will be able to secure at least 75% reimbursement from FEMA; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has previously authorized $50,000 for disaster recovery
administrative services through Resolution 9473, adopted September 23, 2019; and

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RESOLUTION NO.

A RESOLUTION DECLARING CERTAIN BUILDINGS, HOUSES AND
OTHER STRUCTURES LOCATED AT 912 NORTH F STREET IN THE
CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK TO CONSTITUTE A PUBLIC
NUISANCE AND CONDEMNING SAID STRUCTURES; PROVIDING A
PERIOD OF TIME FOR PROPERTY OWNER TO ABATE SAID
NUISANCE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the buildings and structures whose location is set forth herein are vacant and
have become run down, dilapidated, unsightly, dangerous, obnoxious, unsafe, not fit for human
habitation and detrimental to the public welfare of North Little Rock citizens and residents; and

WHEREAS, the condition of such property constitutes a serious fire and health hazard to
the City of North Little Rock, and unless immediate actions are taken to remedy this situation by
removing, razing and abating said nuisance, there is a great likelihood that the surrounding
property may be destroyed by fire originating from such unsafe and hazardous structures, and also
that since structures are without proper sanitary facilities and as such are unsafe and hazardous and
a breeding place for rats, rodents and other dangerous germ carriers of diseases, such buildings
constitute a serious hazard to the health and safety of the citizens of North Little Rock, and they
should be moved or razed for the purpose of eliminating such hazards.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the City Council hereby declares the buildings, houses and other
structures located at the property identified in Section 2 below to be vacant and run down,
dilapidated, unsafe, unsightly, dangerous, obnoxious, unsanitary, a fire hazard, a menace to
abutting properties, with the current condition of said structures not being fit for human habitation;
and because of such conditions, the City Council declares the same to be condemned as a public
nuisance and is ordered abated, removed or razed by the owner thereof.

SECTION 2: That the owner of record of the following described property is hereby
directed to raze the same or otherwise abate the said nuisance within thirty (30) days after the
posting of a true copy of this Resolution at a conspicuous place upon the structure constituting the
nuisance described herein, to-wit:

Lot 18, Block 16, Dixie Subdivision in the City of North Little Rock, Pulaski
County, Arkansas (Parcel No. 23N0460032400 located at 912 North F Street and
owned by Burns Investment Properties).

SECTION 3: If the aforementioned structures have not been razed and/or removed within
thirty (30) days after posting a true copy of this Resolution at a conspicuous place upon the
structures constituting the nuisance, or the nuisance otherwise abated, the structures shall be torn





down and/or removed by the Director of Code Enforcement or his duly designated representative.

Each day after the aforesaid thirty (30) days in which said nuisance is not abated shall constitute a
\ separate and distinct offense punishable by a fine of $250.00 for each such separate and distinct
offense.

SECTION 4: That the provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 5: That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

There has been no further contact with Mr. Burns, there has been no permits pulled and
no attempt to repair or demolish the property.

The structure is considered to be unfit for human habitation and also a public nuisance,
it is the recommendation of the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department that
this structure be considered for condemnation.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND CERTIFYING AMOUNTS OF
LIENS TO BE FILED WITH THE PULASKI COUNTY TAX
COLLECTOR AGAINST CERTAIN REAL PROPERTIES IN THE CITY
OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS AS A RESULT OF GRASS
CUTTING EXPENSES AND ABATEMENT OF OTHER NUISANCES;
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Section 8.3.1 of North Little Rock Municipal Code (NLRMC) Chapter 8
(Nuisance Abatement and Property Maintenance), requires all property owners and occupants
within the municipal boundaries of the City of North Little Rock (the City) to cut weeds, grass and
abate other nuisances and unsanitary conditions on their property; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City has the authority to do
whatever is necessary to correct the unsightly and unsanitary conditions and to charge the costs
thereof to the owners of lots or properties who neglect or refuse to remove, abate or eliminate any
weed or grass conditions after having been given seven (7) days written notice to do so; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-901, the City of North Little Rock
has corrected conditions existing on certain lots or other real properties within the City of North
Little Rock and is entitled to compensation pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. § 14-54-904; and

WHEREAS, the City has demanded payment in the amount allowed by law from the
property owners where work was performed and notified said owners of the City’s intent to file a
lien against their properties; and

WHEREAS, said property owners have failed to make payment, no part of the debt has
been paid, and the City claims a lien on the herein referenced properties (listed on Exhibit A
attached hereto) pursuant to Ark. Code Ann. §§ 14-54-901 and 14-54-903; and

WHEREAS, state law also provides for a lien against the subject properties, with the
amount of liens to be determined by the City Council at a hearing held after notice to the owner(s)
thereof by certified mail or publication (see Exhibit A attached hereto), with said amounts (plus a
ten percent collection penalty) to be thereafter certified to the Pulaski County Tax Collector; and

WHEREAS, a hearing for the purpose of determining such liens has been set for 6:05 p.m.,
November 25, 2019, in order to allow for service of the attached notice of same upon the listed
property owners, by certified mail or publication as is necessary.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That after notice to property owners, a public hearing was held at 6:05 p.m.
on November 25, 2019, for the purpose of determining the amount of liens, if any, to be filed

against certain real properties as the result of grass cutting and abatement of other nuisances by
the City of North Little Rock.

SECTION 2: That after said public hearing, and upon the verification of the Director of
the North Little Rock Code Enforcement Department, the amounts listed on Exhibit A are hereby
certified as an obligation that is owed to the City and proper to be filed with the Pulaski County
Treasurer and Assessor as a lien against the real properties associated therewith.

SECTION 3: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is hereby ordered to file liens as
provided in this resolution; except that, prior to submission, he will update the list to remove any
lien amounts that have been paid in full prior to forwarding the list to the County.

SECTION 4: That the Director of the Code Enforcement is authorized to execute and file
such documents as are necessary to release any liens that are paid in full. -
